JUDGING APPLICATION & INFO SHEET

Thank you for your interest in judging for the 2009 Princeton Classic!    We're committed to hiring as many high quality judges in LD, PF, IE and Congress as we possibly can.

First, some expectations.  By getting hired to judge the Princeton Classic, you agree to, well, judge.  We will try our best to keep you in our preferred divisions, but if we need an LD judge to spot cover an Extemp final, or a Congress judge to do a PF round or two, your duty is to suck it up and do it.  You are, unless otherwise marked below, expected to be there for every round of your division.   We'll dock your pay handsomely if you do not show up for a round; $25 for a prelim round, $50 for most elim rounds, and a sleep-in-and-you'll-regret-it $75 for the first elim round on Sunday morning; we do this because that's the time that both we need you most, and hires have proven least likely to show up.  You're expected to treat the students well; some of you are may be recent graduates eager to show these young'uns what's what in vicious ballots and speaker points; this anti-educational approach, will render you unusable to tab and thus unpayable to the tournament.  Treating the students well, however, does not include flirting with them and trying to pick them up. 

In return for these various mild indignities, the Princeton Classic will offer you $150 for your trouble in IE and Congress and $175 for LD and PFD (since you must judge Friday night rounds as well.)   We're happy to accept Sunday only judges in IE for $75, or one-day judges on either day in LD, PF or Congress for the same amount.  Saturday-only IE judges are useless to us, so we will not accept them.  We'll also feed you, put you up on campus, and can help out with some reasonable transit costs – the train from New York or Philly yes, though the first class flight from LA is going to be a no.
